The College reserves the right to change, without notice, any academic or other
requirements, course offerings, content, programs, procedures, rules, regulations, or fees as
deemed necessary. The most recently published College catalog is the governing version and
is published on the College website along with the most current version of College policies
and regulations.

The College catalog in effect at the time of first enroliment is considered the students catalog
of entry. For purposes of meeting graduation requirements, a student may use any College
catalog in effect during a year in which the student was enrolled at the College that is no older
than five years.
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
